24", 2010.

Requirements

The workshop is open to students and/or young professionals in design disciplines
that are not over 30 years of age at the time of selection.

How to take part

Applications should be sent via e-mail to rwanda@fondazioneclaudiobuziol.org, by March
12", 2010. Each candidate should include their curriculum vitae (in Word) and a portfolio
(in PDF for Macintosh, no larger than 3 MB), writing on the object box (ren for Rwanda O.
Candidates are asked to indicate on the email the period (learning unit) in which they
prefer to join the workshop in Rwanda.

Cost of the workshop

The cost of the workshop is 500.00 Euros, which includes the workshop!s costs and food
and accomodation in Rwanda for two weeks. Every additional week in Rwanda will cost
100.00 Euros.

Travel, VISA and vaccinations costs are not included in the entry fee.

Theme of the work

Tradition and Innovation in the Design of Vegetable Fibres
From the King!s hut to the Craftman!s Workshop.



The second Workshop in Kigali will deal with the development and the application of
banana tree, and other vegetable fibres, in building design.

The Rwandan tradition of making architecture with vegetable materials is symbolized
by the King!s hut, which had to be continually rebuilt in the village where the king
stopped.

In the tradition of building and rebuilding, it represents one of the highest point of the
synthesis between house and furniture, where the workmanship compares with
expressive richness of the poorest fibres.

The articulation of the internal space is a chance to create refined panels which
develop the manufacturing of daily objects.

During the period of workshop the reconstruction of the King!s hut will be started in
order to study constructive system and the possibility to rebuild it in future
exhibitions.

Together with the rebuilt of the King!s hut, a OCraftman!s WorkshopO in the San
Marco Centre will be projected and realized.

Craftman!s Laboratory project has three purposes:

a) to create a prototype-building where experimenting and testing elements in
banano and other vegetable fibres, discovered during the former workshop.

b) to provide the Centre with a carpentry-laboratory-working space in order to
improve the didactic activities and the research.

c) to verify a possible typology of a working and exhibitive space useful for
strengthening the Rwandan hand-craft system, and developing a distributive
network in its territory.

An important component of the Craftman!s Workshop will be the recovery system for
the rainwater, studying possible treatments in order to render it drinkable.
